Andromeda

The nearest standard-sized galaxy to the Milky Way. It is another giant spiral, like the Milky Way,
but is a standard spiral. It is part of the Local Group, or galactic cluster, and like our own galaxy, it
has numerous small satellite galaxies orbiting it, and occasionally passing through it. This has left
the galactic plane rather warped.
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
